Whatis Vermont Vinewatch ?

Vinewatch is a collection of recent observations from Vermont vineyards.

One of the first

steps in Integrated Pest Management (IPM) is observing and identifying what is occurring in
your vineyard. It is hoped that V/inewatch will help to alert you to what you might see in

your vineyard.

Stage of Development when observations were made: 10%-12” shoots

“Pear| Bodies”

On first glance the clear, liquid-filled, round structures observed on leaf
veins, petioles, and stems look like insect eggs but they are actually a morphological structure
known as “pearl bodies.° The MSU website that describes what we observed is at:

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Arthropod “ Snapshots”
Grape Leafhopper Damage (white stippling where the insect has been feeding)
and Grape Leafhopper Moth:
Grape Flee Beetle Larvae feeding on leaf
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Thrips
These insects are rarely a problem in vineyards. Their feeding can cause small, deformed
leaves and stunted shoots.
Hornworm
Hornworms feed on foliage and can cause significant injury in young vineyards.
Larvae can grow to 5°long and are said to have “voracious® appetites.
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“Beneficials” — Ladybug Beetles
Odd + Interesting Insect ! - Pink-colored inchworm (not identified)
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Disease “Snapshots” [Pictures below resemble symptoms of various diseases but
laboratory examination was not conducted to confirm.]
Phomopsis Cane and Leaf Spot
